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Elementary School Teacher Opening 

 

Job Description 
 MVCA is currently looking for the 2026-2027 school term, elementary school teachers.  These positions 
require a professional who will develop and implement a Christ-centered curriculum, teach all core classes 
guided from a Biblical world view, evaluating student progress, and maintain a Christian perspective.   The 
ideal candidate will be responsible for developing and providing engaging lesson plans according to the MVCA 
curriculum, foster a positive Christian classroom environment, and supporting the academic and social-
emotional development of our students during this critical transition year.  Other key responsibilities will 
include: 

• Demonstrating a willingness and ability to assist in the overall school program and other activities. 
• Maintain clear, open, and professional communication with parents.  This also will require computer 

skills necessary to utilize on-line programs for posting grades and communicating with parents.   
• Collaborate with administration to ensure parents are adequately informed of any student discipline. 
• Integrate Biblical principles and perspectives throughout the curriculums guided by a Biblical 

worldview. 
• Integrate Christian principles and values into their teaching, ensuring that the curriculum and classroom 

environment reflects a commitment to faith and discipleship.  
• Exhibit the key teaching skills of Foundational Literacy Instruction, Early Math Instruction, 

Differentiation, Classroom Organization, and the ability to Evaluate Student Learning & Providing 
Meaningful Feedback.   

 

Overview 
The ideal candidate must be an evangelical Christian committed to living according to Biblical principles.  
Applicants should demonstrate qualities of patience, humility, integrity, and kindness in all aspects of their daily 
responsibilities. The candidate must be dedicated to collaborating prayerfully with administration, faculty, 
students, and parents to foster a school environment that is both deeply Christian and academically excellent. 
 

Teachers are expected to support the mission of the school, which is to provide a Christ-centered, quality 
education that develops lifelong servant leaders. All staff members must agree and follow the policies outlined 
in the MVCA Staff Handbook. 
 

Teaching staff members report directly to the building principal and are hired by the principal with board 
approval. An annual written evaluation will be provided by the principal. An annual written evaluation will be 
performed by the principal to promote continuous professional development, allowing them to focus on their 
strengths and areas for growth.   This position is a contracted, exempt employee that is paid on a salaried basis. 
 

Personal Qualifications 
• Be deeply committed to a consistent, daily walk with Jesus Christ. 
• Spend time daily on personal devotions and prayer. 
• Demonstrate the joy of the Christian life through daily actions and attitudes. 



• Adhere to the Matthew 18 principle in addressing issues with students, faculty, parents and 
administration. 

• Motivate students to accept God's gift of salvation and encourage growth in their faith. 
• Demonstrate the ability to collaborate gracefully with parents, students, and other school staff to foster a 

unified and successful educational program. 
• Exhibit the ability to accept responsibilities, carry out tasks effectively, and make sound professional 

decisions. 
• Be enthusiastic about actively participating in professional development. 
• Acknowledge parents as primarily responsible before God for their children’s education and be ready to 

support them in that role.   
• Maintain a personal appearance that reflects Christian values of cleanliness, modesty, good taste, 

and in accordance with school policy. 
• Respectfully submit to and demonstrate loyalty to authority and promptly notify the administration of 

any policy which they are unable to comply with. 
 
Professional Qualifications 

• Holds a bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university. 
o Candidates who do not currently hold a bachelor’s degree in education but have completed some 

college coursework and are actively pursuing or are willing to pursue a relevant degree will be 
considered. 

• Current ACSI and/or State Teaching Certificate in Elementary Education (preferred). 
• A minimum of 2 years of classroom teaching experience (preferred). 
• Applicants must be proficient in the use of technology for instructional and administrative tasks. 
• Demonstrate a willingness to pursue higher education and ongoing professional development. 
• Exhibit the willingness and ability to coach/sponsor extra-curricular activities as needed. 
• It is required that a candidate adhere to the MVCA Statement of Faith.

• The school calendar starts with PIR days in late August, with classes starting in September, and school 

ending at the end of May.

The Bible constitutes the divine and only rule of 
Christian faith and practice.  (2 Timothy 3:16,17; 2 Peter 1:19-21; John 5:39; Mathew 24:35; Psalm 119:89)

This is the believer’s blessed hope 
and is a vital truth.  It is our incentive to live holy, living in faithful service. (1 Thessalonians 4:16-17; Titus 2:
